We
encourage all parents and pupils to add the webpage to
the home screen of their phones, as it is a vital form of
communication between school and home.

If after school sports clubs are cancelled, the information will be posted
on Twitter (@PrincethorpePE), Reception will be informed and pupils will
be notified by their Period 6 teachers.
